Over 85 host nurseries will display their plant selections to enable buyers to get a preview of what is in store 
for them during the tours.

‘Some of the biggest names in horticulture will be participating in what will once again prove 
to be a beneficial experience for both buyers and growers alike.’  Nurseries hosting open houses for Plant Tour 
Days provide the buyers’ direct access to the growers to determine which sources will best serve their needs and 
requirements.
